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Firstly I would like to sincerely thank the Club for the honour of the appointment to judge your show. I really enjoyed the assignment and particularly the sportsmanship shown by the exhibitors. Many thanks to my steward and ticket writer for their efficiency.
I was pleased with the overall quality of the dogs exhibited. The temperaments were excellent – I did not have one dog back away, most were very happy to be at the show. This makes the experience for the Judge much more pleasant. 
My overall view, as shown by the awards, was that the bitches had the edge over the dogs in both quality and depth in the classes.
The major faults overall were in the fronts – many dogs have straight shoulders with short upper arms with the shoulder blades too widely placed at the withers. This combination spoils the smooth transition of head into neck and shoulders.  There is also a divergence in head types – unfortunately this is common everywhere in the world where I have judged Golden’s in the past few years.

Up and back movement was generally sound on the dogs although a number lacked a level topline on side gait, and, many bounced their way around the ring – not showing the correct level movement. This is caused by front and rear angulation not being in balance (see fronts above). Most dogs had good feet. Mouths were fine and eye colour dark and pigmentation generally excellent.
Now to the classes.
Baby Puppy Dog:

1st Rockford Cold Return (AI) – Overall I liked the make and shape of this baby. He has a pleasing head and expression a correct front assembly, level topline and moves level, with a correct tail set and carriage. Very good legs and feet.
2nd Nistar Sams the Man – This puppy is not so good in front as the winner, but has a pleasing head and expression. He moved well with a level topline and has the correct tail set.

3rd Rockford Cold Case (AI) – This puppy also has a nice head and expression and in excellent coat and condition. His front was not as good as the winner and consequently did not move as well as those above.
Minor Puppy Dog:
1st Fetchnpoint Whatz in It For Me – A very nicely balanced puppy with correct neck and shoulder placement. He moved very nicely with a level topline – carried his tail well.

2nd Tonara Dream Debut for Roslarach (Imp UK) – This puppy had a correct head and expression, not as mature as the winner and did not move as well as he did. He was in excellent coat and condition.
Puppy Dog:
1st Bralimico Regal Rain – A pleasing head and expression with a dark eye and excellent pigmentation. Well angulated and balanced in the body with well angulated hindquarters. In very good coat. He moved well with a level topline.

Junior Dog:
1st Imatriever Howzat Nujak – This is a very pleasing young dog. He has a typical head and expression. Well angulated and nicely balanced overall. Excellent rear angulation with a level topline. A lively and correct mover with correct tail carriage – Best Junior in Show
2nd Ashiya Soyouthinkyoucandance – This is another very nice young dog. Pleasing head and expression and a very sound mover – he is not as well angulated as the winner.

3rd Naragold True Colours – Heavier type than the above two – but still a very nice puppy. In excellent coat and condition. Another very nice mover.

4th Matana Casino Royal – This is a nice type of puppy but not as good a mover or in as good coat as those above.
Intermediate Dog:
1st Ch Burrungundy Brace Yourself – Overall this dog creates a very nice impression with a correct head and expression. Correct neck and shoulder angulation moves well with a level topline and happy tail carriage on the move. Excellent feet.

2nd Dykinta Beech Wood – This dog also creates a nice impression. He was in excellent coat and condition however he did not move as well as the winner on the day.

Australian Bred Dog:

1st Ch Shogold Champagne on Ice – Overall he is a very correct and typey golden. Well-balanced front and rear. Typical head and expression. Excellent legs and feet, correct tail carriage. Moved very soundly with a level topline. Reserve Challenge Winner
2nd Ch Coombehill Cooper Pedy – Another pleasing type with a typical head, well balanced front and rear a sound mover and in very good condition.

3rd Ch Tifador Jack O Hearts – Again a very nice type of dog with correct head – he did not move as well as the winners above on the day. 

4th Ch Rockgold Kiwi Kenobi – A sound dog of good proportions – he moved well but his head was not as pleasing as those above.

Open Dog:

1st Gr Ch Shogold Marathon Affair – Here we have a very nice type and well balanced male. He has an excellent topline and tail set and moved both correctly and freely. He has a very typical and correct head and pleasing expression. Overall a very pleasing dog.

2nd Ch Naragold Reconnaissance – Another good type – his head was not as good as the winner but he moved well and was in excellent condition.

3rd Gr Ch Rockgold Ima Happy Chappy – Also of good type with a correct head and expression – moved well but not as well balanced as those above.

4th Gr Ch Fetchnpoint Knee Jerker – Head not as good as those above, in excellent coat and condition and moved soundly.

Veteran Dog:

1st Ch Wembury Wit Waters Rand – Here we have a very impressive mature male of excellent type with a correct head and expression. Very well angulated front and rear. Excellent topline and tail set and carriage – moved both soundly and level and covered the ground very well. In excellent coat and condition for his age and very well handled and presented. Challenge Dog & Best in Show
2nd Gr Ch & NZ Ch Winterlea Son Of A Kiwi (Imp NZ) – Nine years young – This boy has a very good head and expression and a level topline. He was out moved by the winner today.

Baby Puppy Bitch:
1st Lorprenor Over The Moon – This is a very promising young baby. Lovely head and expression very well balanced for her age. She has a level topline and an excellent mover in very nice coat and condition. Best Baby Puppy in Show
2nd Nistar Northern Alliance – Another promising puppy – correct level topline and tail carriage another nice mover in very good condition. Head not so pleasing as the winner but still correct.

3rd Pencandy Just the One – This puppy has a pretty expression and a correct head – correct balance and moved well but not as well as those above her on the day.

Minor Puppy Bitch: 

1st Nistar Candle in the Wind – A very promising young puppy bitch – Correct head and expression and well balanced throughout – Excellent front and rear angulation – moved very well and carried her topline level. She is in very nice coat and condition and well presented – Minor Puppy in Show
2nd Fetchnpoint Whatz it Matter To You – This is another promising young puppy in very good condition. She moved soundly but today the winner outmoved her. She has a correct level topline and correct tail set.

3rd Bralmico Maj Estic Rain – This is a nice typey bitch with a correct head and expression in good condition but did not move as well as the winners.

Puppy Bitch:

1st Goldfleece Coin Operated – This is one to take home! – I can see her being a big winner in a year or two. Very typical and pleasing head and expression lovely neck into shoulders with matching hindquarter angulation. Her balance is impressive. She moved very soundly and was presented in excellent coat and condition. She is hard to fault for her age. Best Puppy in Show
2nd Fetchnpoint Whatz Another One – Another nice puppy, unlucky to run into the winer today. I liked her head and expression and she carried herself well with a sound topline and tail carriage. 

3rd Korwhaiwhai Gold Aria – Pleasing head but not as good in topline nor did she move as well as those above.
Junior Bitch:

1st Giltedge Shakespeare In Love – Sweet head and expression – correctly angulated forequarters and balanced front and rear. She was presented in excellent coat and condition and well handled. Moved soundly.

2nd Tarengold  Classic To Ate – Correct type. Well balanced front and rear good topline but did not move as well as the winner today.

3rd Impressa To Live to Dream – Also correct type in good coat and condition but did not move as well as those above her on the day.

Intermediate Bitch:

The hardest class of the day to judge for me – you made me work here, many very nice bitches.

1st Impressa Briana On Goldenpalm– This bitch makes a lovely outline – she is very typical  with correct head and expression. She is balanced front to rear. Excellent coat and condition and well presented. Moved truly – a quality bitch – Best Intermediate in Show.

2nd Dobro Kimberlee Diamond – A very close second in this class – another very typical bitch. Lovely head and expression Excellent topline, correct balance and moved very well. Only beaten today because she was shown in her underclothes.

3rd Impressa Rose Above the Rest – Very nice overall. Correct head, topline and tailset. In good coat and condition. She was outmoved by the winners today.

4th Impressa Take A Chance On Me – Another good type with very good head and overall balance – again out moved by those in front of her today.

Australian Bred:

1st Ch Yellowfetch Shinin Light – Excellent type of bitch. Head and expression typical. Correct angulation front and rear and as a consequence a very balanced and sound mover with a level topline. Excellent tail set and carriage. Good legs and feet. Best Australian Bred in Show
2nd Ch Dobro Centre Fold – Another nice type of bitch with the correct head and expression. Level topline and nicely balanced. She was outmoved by the winner today.
3rd Impressa Obis Dream – Correct Head, well angulated forequarters, level topline and correct tail set. Moved sluggishly but still sound.
4th Impressa Sea Annas Angel – Good type with an excellent head. Would have preferred stronger hindquarters and did not move as well as those above her.
Open Bitch:

1st Goldfleece Frozen In Time (AI) –Wow, an exquisite head and very typical expression with a very dark eye and excellent pigmentation. Excellent balance between the front and rear with very good front angulation and layback of shoulder. Shown in excellent bloom and well handled.  She moves very soundly and covers the ground very easily.  Challenge Bitch, Best Open in Show and Runner up to Best Exhibit in Show
2nd Gr Ch Yellowfetch Whatz It To You – This is another high quality bitch that presented herself very well. Excellent head, well balanced front and rear and covered the ground easily. Reserve Challenge Bitch
3rd Impressa Catcha Dream – This bitches type also impressed me. Correct head and nice neck and shoulders. She did not move as well as the two above her today.
Veteran Bitch:

1st Ch Tifador Lady Ashley – A classy veteran of ten and a half. Well balanced and moved very well for her age. Correct head and overall good type.
2nd Ch Summergold Wind Song – Another nice veteran with a very good head and shown in very good condition. She did not move as well as the winner today.
